The Field Trip will leave promptly from the Los Angeles Union Station East Portal Bus Plaza at 8:30 AM. 
Boarding a deluxe coach we will proceed to the beginning of the PE Northern District at the PE 6th and Main 
Street Headquarters. Taking Main Street to where the line turned east at Aliso Street we will now have to use 
our imagination as only lingering vestiges of the line remain. Heading east and north toward Sierra Vista Junction 
we’ll continue along Huntington Drive to the Oneonta Junction and turn north on Fair Oaks traveling past the 
South Fair Oaks Yard to the Pasadena Car Barn site. Then along Colorado Blvd., to Lake Street to follow the 
Oak Knoll Line back to Huntington Drive. We will follow the Glendora/Monrovia line as far east as time 
permits. After lunch at the Barn Burner BBQ, where LARHF has installed its latest “satellite” exhibit, we have 
a date with the Pasadena Model Railroad Club and its marvelous Sierra Pacific Lines HO railroad layout. We’ll 
be able to view it from the operating floor, a special privilege for our group. Another stop on the tour will be a 
visit to LARHF’s headquarters for some refreshment and an opportunity to see its offices, archives and library.
